 The Illinois Education Reform Act (IERA) is a bill that establishes the management for the funding of primary and sec-

ondary education. The ñIllinois Education Taxesò shall be collected by the State only and placed in a centralized pool (Illinois 

Education Funding Pool) to provide statewide funding for schools throughout Illinois. 

 The House of Representatives met yesterday to speak of the passing of this bill. However, they have not come to a deci-

sion yet. There are representatives that do not agree with ten percent of the pool to be put into a teacher bonus pool. There are 

also disagreements in the distribution of funding. They believe that there are more important priorities, and that the ten percent 

could be used to assist in these priorities. Lowering school debts, assisting in improving schoolsô infrastructure, or for updating 

books used in classrooms, computer labs, libraries, etc., are only some priorities that are believed to be more important before 

even considering creating a teacher bonus pool. 

But there are also representatives that agree with the teacher bonus pool. They believe the teacher bonus pool could be 

used to help motivate teachers and help increase their morale. The teachers are the key for the success of children through their 

post and secondary education. Many believe that teachers are the key to helping students prepare for their future. There is also 

belief that the teacherôs salary is not very high and that by completely eradicating the teacher bonus pool, it could bring negative 

effects from the teachers.

Another candidate, Joe Comps, made sure to thank his 

supporters for ñAllowing me to get this far.ò Treasurer Candi-

date Shawn Johnson didnôt guarantee any crazy changes if 

elected, but he did guarantee that he would do the job right. 

Governor candidate Vidal Anguiano encouraged voters to 

ñswim against the currentò with him, and another Governor 

candidate, Luke Rossi, referred to the state elections as ñthe

The evening wrapped up with Governor Candidate Jor-

dan Wood making the last speech of the night, and with a sign 

of relief the candidates and the citizens fell out and back to their 

cities. Elections are scheduled for tomorrow from 10:15 to 

noon.
